That	a	comment	like	this	from	someone	of
Makgoba’s	stature	hardly	causes	a	stir,	only	confirms	how	desensitised	we’ve

become	to	the	rot,”

741	public	health	facilities	in	the	year	to	31	March,	slightly	up	on	the	387	it	scrutinised	the
year	before.	No	private	health	facilities	were	inspected	because	their	assessment	criteria
have	not	yet	been	finalised.

“The	OHSC	is	entirely	funded	by	the	fiscus	and	was	allocated	R160-m	in	2021/2022.	It
reported	an	operating	surplus	of	R11-m,	taking	its	accumulated	surplus	to	R65.8-m,	and
received	an	unqualified	audit.'

NHI	will	need	life	support
In	more	than	a	decade	since	National	Health	Insurance	(NHI)	was	piloted,	there	has	been
little	or	no	improvement	in	the	quality	of	public	health	services	at	the	test	sites,	with	poor

hygiene,	drugs	out	of	stock	and	long	waiting	hours	still	the	order	of	the	day,
wrote	Sipho	Mabena	in	The	Citizen	(27	September	2022).

“The	R5.1-bn	NHI	pilot	programme	was	rolled	out	in	2014	but	failures	in	core	pillars	of	the
scheme,	including	medicines	and	medical	supplies,	cleaning	materials	and	servicing	and

maintenance	of	equipment	had	started	to	show	by	2017.
“Government’s	track	record	in	implementation	and	capability	has	been	the

biggest	concern	around	NHI,	which	focuses	on	primary	healthcare.”

“The	Office	of	the	Public	Protector	has	found	the	Department	of	Defence’s	(DOD)
procurement	of	an	unregistered	Covid-19	drug	from	Cuba	constituted	improper	conduct
and	maladministration.	–	Times	Live	(1	October	2022)

“Public	Protector	Kholeka	Gcaleka	said	the	DOD	senior	officials	confirmed	that	they	did
not	comply	with	any	SA	legal	prescripts	regulating	the	public	procurement	of	goods	and
services	other	than	to	rely	on	the	bilateral	agreement.	

Meanwhile	DA	MP	Sarel	Marais	alleged	the	DOD	had	already	paid	R35-m	for	130	000
doses	of	the	drug	and	was	to	pay	an	additional	R182-m	for	a	consignment	which	had
already	been	delivered.

“Gcaleka	said	having	thoroughly	analysed	the	complaint,	her	office	decided	to	focus	the
investigation	on	whether	the	department	failed	to	follow	a	proper	procurement	process.”

First	qualified	audit	in	a
decade	for	DOH

Business	Day	reported	on	11	October	that	an	apparent	disagreement	over	the
Department	of	Health’s	(DoH)	financial	records	for	the	Covid-19	vaccination	programme

has	led	it	to	receive	a	qualified	audit	from	the	Auditor-General	for	the
2021/2022	fiscal	year.

The	DoH	is	claiming	payments	from	medical	schemes	for	members	who	received
jabs	at	public	sector	sites,	while	private	sector	providers	have	sought

reimbursement	from	the	department	and	medical	schemes.

According	to	Auditor-General	Tsakani	Maluleke	sufficient	audit	evidence	could	not	be
obtained	for	R2.079-bn	in	accrued	revenue	the	department	had	attributed	to	Covid-19
vaccines	for	2021/2022.

“The	department	is	‘extremely	disappointed’	with	the	Auditor-General’s	conclusion,	said
Deputy	Director-General	for	National	Health	Insurance	Nicholas	Crisp,	who	heads	the
vaccination	programme."

Drug	makers	won't	scale
back	on	Covid-19	orders

Government	has	failed	to	convince	drug	manufacturers	Pfizer	and	Johnson	&	Johnson	to
scale	back	orders	it	had	to	sign	with	them,	reported	Business	Day	(29	September
20220).	The	value	of	the	contracts	with	Pfizer	and	J&J	remains	secret	due	to	the	non-
disclosure	agreements.

According	to	Deputy	Director-General	for	NHI,	Nicholas	Chrisp:	“SA	procured	vaccines	in
a	hostile	and	competitive	global	market,	and	now	lives	with	the	consequences	of	those
very	one-sided	contracts”.	Crisp	said	that	12-m	shots	had	been	ordered	from
international	vaccine-financing	vehicle	Covax,	30-m	from	Pfizer,	and	31-m	from	J&J	in
2021.	Government	has	been	able	to	negotiate	a	reduction	in	its	obligations	to	Covax.

By	28	September,	20.4-m	adults	had	received	at	least	one	dose,	or	just	more	than
half	of	the	demographic,	which	stood	at	40.4-m	according	to	Stats	SA’s	midyear
estimates	for	2022.
Business	Day	reported	on	20	October	that	Aspen,	SA’s	biggest	pharmaceutical
manufacturer,	is	still	holding	out	for	orders	of	its	own-branded	Covid-19	vaccine,
Aspenovax,	hoping	the	need	for	boosters	will	shore	up	demand.
	

Medico-legal	claims
drain	budget

“While	only	a	fraction	of	the	legal	claims	levelled	against	provincial	health
departments	are	paid	out,	the	sums	the	government	hands	over	to	victims	of

medical	negligence	are	nevertheless	significant	and	are	crowding	out
expenditure	on	personnel	and	vital	goods	and	services,”	

wrote	Tamar	Kahn	in	Business	Day	(12	October	2022).
	

Contingent	liabilities	for	medico-legal	claims	stood	at	R120.3-bn	in	the	2021/2022	fiscal
year,	constituting	96%	of	the	total	R125.3-bn	in	legal	claims	levelled	against	provincial
health	departments.	To	address	the	problem,	government	has	spent	R1.2-m	to	roll	out
the	case	management	system	in	all	provinces,	but	only	four	have	imported	data	into	the
system,	and	the	Free	State	is	the	sole	province	using	it.

“Staff	from	the	Auditor-General’s	office	assessed	three	public	health	facilities	in	each
province	and	found	that	the	majority	did	not	have	adequate	systems	to	manage	adverse
events,	medical	records	and	legal	claims.”

SAHPRA	waits	for	more	data	on
Omicron-specific	booster

Pharmaceutical	company	Pfizer	announced	that	a	trial	for	their	Omicron-specific	booster
vaccine,	aimed	at	fighting	infections	caused	by	the	BA.4	and	BA.5	subvariants,	has
shown	great	promise,	reported	Daily	Maverick	(18	October	2022).

However,	the	SA	Health	Products	Regulatory	Authority	(SAHPRA)	is	waiting	for	a
response	from	Pfizer	before	considering	an	application	for	an	Omicron	-specific	booster
vaccine.	Pfizer	said	that	additional	data	measuring	responses	after	a	month	of	having
received	the	booster	vaccine	are	expected	soon.	The	data	suggests	the	booster	will
provide	better	protection	against	the	BA.4	and	BA.5	subvariants	of	the	virus.	
	

SAHPRA	warning	about	toxic	medicines
SAHPRA	warned	that	four	products	from	an	Indian	company,	Maiden	Pharmaceuticals,
are	not	registered	for	use	in	SA.	They	are	Promethazine	oral	solution,	Kofexmalin

baby	cough	syrup,	Makoff	baby	cough	syrup	and	Magrip	N	Cold	syrup.
“SAHPRA	said	the	products	contain	unacceptable	amounts	of	diethylene	glycol	and

ethylene	glycol,	which	are	toxic	and	can	be	fatal,”	reported	TimesLive	(10	October	2022)

International	recognition
An	oxygen	device,	by	a	local	anaesthetist,	Dr	Craig	Parker,
has	been	listed	in	the	World	Health	Organisation’s	(WHO)
22	Compendium,	giving	it	international	recognition.

Dr	Parker ’s	device,	called	OxERA,	saved	hundreds	of	lives	in	the	Eastern	Cape	during
Covid-19.

“A	brochure	describes	OxERA	as	an	‘all-in-one	device	using	an	oxygen
accumulator	bag,	an	anaesthetic	mask	and	an	adjustable	mechanical	peep	valve	(a
spring-loaded	valve	which	the	patient	exhales	against)	that	is	cost-effective	and
oxygen	efficient’.
	
“The	device	requires	an	oxygen	source	but	uses	less	oxygen	than	traditional	ventilators
and	is	simpler	to	operate.”

Inquiry	into	alleged	racial
profiling	grinds	to	a	halt

The	inquiry	into	alleged	racial	profiling	by	medical	schemes	and	administrators
has	“ground	to	a	halt	over	an	apparent	impasse	between	the	Council	for
Medical	Schemes	(CMS)	and	an	investigating	panel	chaired	by	advocate
Tembeka	Ngcukaitobi,	with	both	sides	accusing	the	other	of	delaying	the

process”,
reported	Business	Day	(17	October	2022).

	
The	panel	–	appointed	by	the	CMS	in	2019	-	has	released	an	interim	report	in	January
2021,	but	the	final	report	has	yet	to	be	published.	CMS	registrar	Sipho	Kabane	said	legal
action	may	be	taken	against	the	panel	to	complete	its	work.	According	to	him	the	panel
proposed	a	detailed	work	plan	and	budget	for	the	completion	of	the	final	report	in
October	2021,	but	it	was	rejected	and	there	has	been	no	further	communication.

According	to	the	interim	section	59	inquiry	report	from	2012	to	2019	black	healthcare
practitioners	investigated	by	Discovery,	Medscheme	and	the	Government	Employees’
Medical	Scheme	were	more	likely	to	be	found	to	have	committed	fraud,	waste	or	abuse
than	their	white	counterparts,	and	that	this	constituted	racial	discrimination.

“However,	the	panel	said	it	did	not	find	evidence	of	deliberately	unfair	treatment,	as	there
was	no	evidence	of	racial	bias	in	the	methods	used	by	schemes	to	identify	fraud,	waste
and	abuse.”

SA	Medical	Schemes	Sector	Risk	Score	lowered	to	7.5
“The	South	African	medical	schemes	sector	risk	score	was	lowered	to	‘7.5’	from	‘7.75’
given	persistent	pressures	on	membership	growth	stemming	from	low	economic	growth
and	high	unemployment,”	according	to	the	latest	report	published	by	GCR	(an	affiliate	of

Moody’s	Investors	Service).
“The	market	remains	advanced	compared	with	regional	peers,	and	is	likely	to	retain	a

penetration	of	around	4%.	Over	the	longer	term,	consolidation	movements	could	improve
the	strength	of	mid-tier	players,	which	could	positively	impact	on	industry	composition.”

	

Industry	reports	a
healthy	surplus
The	medical	schemes	industry	reported	an
R820.5-m	surplus	in	2021	as	members
postponed	treatment	when	coronavirus
infections	surged	but	did	not	put	off
treatment	to	the	same	extent	as	the	year
before,	according	to	the	latest	Council	for
Medical	Schemes	annual	report.	–
Business	Day	(12	October	2022).
“The	industry’s	net	healthcare	result,	or
surplus	after	paying	claims,	rose	from
R1-bn	in	2019	to	a	historic	high	of	R20-bn
in	2020	and	then	fell	to	R820-m.
Schemes	benefited	from	the	rebound	in
financial	markets	in	2021,	which	generated
higher	investment	income	than	in	the	year
before.	Their	investment	income
contributed	to	a	net	surplus	of	R12.8-bn,
compared	with	a	net	healthcare	result	of
R820.5-m.
The	CMS	received	an	unqualified	audit
from	the	Auditor-General.

Medical	scheme
increases	return
Many	medical	schemes	decided	to	defer
their	2022	increases	due	to	Covid-19
pandemic.	At	the	same	time	members
deferred	elective	procedures	or	were
reluctant	to	seek	medical	treatment	due	to
the	Covid-19	scare.	
“According	to	the	CMS,	schemes’	increases
announced	last	year	marked	the	first	time
in	over	a	decade	that	the	industry	had
implemented	contributions	below	the	official
consumer	price	index	(CPI),”	reported
City	Press	(10	October	2022).
Due	to	the	“return	to	normal”,	many
schemes	are	expected	to	announce
increases	above	inflation.	While	Discovery
confirmed	a	7.9%	increase,	it	announced
that	it	would	be	deferring	its	2023	increase
to	April.	Momentum	Medical	Scheme
announced	a	6.4%	increase;	Medshield	a
6.7%	increase;	Fedhealth	a	8.8%
increase;	and	Bonitas	5.9%.
