Ramaphosa	failed	to
deliver	on	promises	

“As	South	Africans	processed	another	batch	of	promises	in	the	State	of	the
Nation	Address	(SONA),	the	Health	Justice	Initiative	(HJI)	has	called	out	the

President	for	failing	to	deliver	on	last	year ’s	promises,”
reported	The	Citizen	(10	February	2023).

It	is	unclear	what	new	generation	vaccines	have	been	produced	in	the	past	12	months
and	who	has	access	to	them.

Ramaphosa	spoke	proudly	on	global	platforms	about	“African	self-reliance	and	vaccine
nationalism”,	said	Dr	Marlise	Richter,	HJI’s	senior	researcher,	but	SA	currently	has	no
meaningful	or	affordable	access	to	diagnostics	and	treatment	options	for	Covid-19.	
Despite	negotiating	a	really	weak	deal	at	the	World	Trade	Organisation	(WTO)	as	part	of
the	WTO	Agreement	on	Trade-Related	Aspects	of	Intellectual	Property	Rights	proposal
led	by	SA	and	India,	this	was	yet	to	be	actioned	locally	or	extended	to	other	technologies,
according	to	Richter.
	

Richter	said	the	new	Patents	Amendment	Bill	has	not	been	tabled	in	Parliament,
even	while	a	global	pandemic	has	shown	how	limiting	patent	monopolies	can	be	for

the	ordinary	person.
	

Criminalisation	of	doctors	-	an	update

Three	charges	of
murder	against
paediatric	surgeon

EWN	reported	on	1	February	that	paediatric	surgeon,	Prof	Peter	Beale,	is	now	facing
three	charges	of	murder.	In	2019,	Beale	was	charged	with	culpable	homicide	after	the
death	of	a	10-year-old	boy,	following	surgery	to	treat	acid	reflux.	In	January	2022
the	charge	was	changed	to	murder.	An	additional	charge	of	culpable	homicide	was	added
to	his	indictment	after	the	death	of	a	21-month-old	girl	following	the	same	surgery.	This
charge	has	since	been	changed	to	murder.	He	is	also	being	charged	with	the	murder	of	a
third	child,	a	three-year-old	boy.

'The	law	must	be	changed'

Surgicom	reports	in	its	latest	newsletter	that	approximately	20	healthcare	practitioners
have	been	charged	with	culpable	homicide	in	recent	years	and	one	has	been	jailed.

“Regrettably	it	is	fairly	easy	for	healthcare	practitioners	to	be	arrested	for	such	charges
under	South	African	law.	This	law	must	be	changed	and	the	threshold	for
blameworthiness	following	adverse	events,	significantly	lowered.
	
"Surgicom	and	SAPPF	have	consulted	widely	and	are	now	submitting	a	request	for
a	comprehensive	investigation	to	the	South	African	Law	Reform	Commission	with

assistance	from	lawyers	Elsabe	Klinck	(EKA)	and	Julian	Botha
(Xpedient/HealthMan).

"The	submission	is	required	before	28	February	2023.	In	addition,	papers	are	being
drawn	up	to	facilitate	engagements	with	the	NPA,	the	Minister	of	Justice	and	the	SAPS.	A
detailed	presentation	on	the	criminalization	of	surgeons	will	be	featured	during	the	June
2023	Conference.”

SAMA	strongly	condems	murder	charges	

The	South	African	Medical	Association	(SAMA)	released	a
statement	condemning	the	charges	against	Prof	Beale.
SAMA	believes	that	medical	doctors	pledge	to	first	do	no
harm.	The	association	also	believes	that	no	doctor
intentionally	plans	to	commit	murder.
Prof	Beale	voluntarily	removed	his	name	from	the	Health
Professions	Council	of	SA	(HPCSA)	register.	His	trial	has
dragged	on	unacceptably	long	despite	a	previous	ruling.

Unfilled	doctor	posts	hamper	public	healthcare
Cape	Times	reported	on	30	January	that	the	South	African	Medical	Association	(SAMA)

and	the	South	African	Medical	Association	Trade	Union	(SAMATU)	have	expressed
concern	about	the	compromise	of	healthcare	quality,	as	hundreds	of	medical	practitioners
are	unemployed.	This	follows	marches	in	Gauteng,	Eastern	Cape	and	KwaZulu-Natal	by
hundreds	of	unemployed	healthcare	practitioners	demanding	to	be	absorbed	into	clinics

and	hospitals.

	

Thousands	waiting
for	operations

Delays	in	the	procurement	of	specialised	machinery	and	filling	of	critical	posts
are	among	the	reasons	for	36	237	patients	being	on	the	waiting	list	for

operations	in	Gauteng	public	hospitals,	said	Gauteng	health	MEC	Nomantu
Nkomo-Ralehoko.

“Chris	Hani	Baragwanath	has	the	largest	waiting	list	at	10	900	patients	in	total,	including
1	777	patients	who	will	wait	four	years	and	five	months	for	hip	and	knee	replacements.
The	largest	backlogs	are	in	cataract	surgery,	with	more	than	10	000	patients	who	will	wait
up	to	two	years	at	the	Steve	Biko	and	George	Mukhari	hospitals,	but	six	months	or	less	at
the	Thembisa,	Kalafong,	Pholosong	and	Mamelodi	hospitals.	The	worst	waiting	times	are
for	hip	and	knee	replacements.”
	

Reasons	for	the	delays	include:	delays	in	the	procurement	of	specialised
machinery;	delayed	renovations	of	operating	theatres;	an	exodus	of	skilled	staff	to

overseas	countries	or	the	private	sector;	the	high	number	of	foreign	nationals
requiring	treatment;	and	delays	in	the	filling	of	critical	posts.	Load-shedding	has

also	adversely	affected	surgery,	and	linen	shortages	often	cause	operations
to	be	cancelled.

	

Hospitals	run	‘surgery	marathons’
The	Gauteng	Department	of	Health	has	fast-tracked	critical	and	advanced	medical

procedures	to	clear	the	surgery	backlogs	at	the	province’s	hospitals,	reported	Business
Day	(3	February	2023).	Among	the	hospitals	making	use	of	‘cluster	hospital	theatres’	are
Chris	Hani	Baragwanath	Academic,	Charlotte	Maxeke	Johannesburg	Academic	and	Steve
Biko	Academic.	Odi,	Brits	and	Jubilee	hospitals	are	being	used	in	the	‘cluster	system’.

The	province	has	more	than	32000	public-hospital	patients	waiting	for	various
procedures.

Food	with	certain	levels	of	salt,	sugar	or	saturated	fat	may
soon	have	to	be	labelled	with	triangular	warnings	and	an
exclamation	mark,	if	new	regulations	are	implemented.

The	food	industry	and	health	experts	have	three	months	to	comment	on	the	226-	page
Regulations	Relating	to	the	Labelling	and	Advertising	of	Foodstuffs	regulations	the
National	Department	of	Health	says	is	intended	to	improve	nutrition	and	reduce	lifestyle
diseases.–	Business	Day	(6	February	2013)

Foods	that	would	require	prominent	warnings	include:	liquids	that	have	sugar	equal	to	or
exceeding	5g	per	100ml	or	solid	foods	with	sugar	equalling	or	exceeding	10g	per	100g;
solid	foods	with	400mg	of	sodium	or	more;	solid	food	with	4g	of	saturated	fat	or	more	per
100g	and;	any	product	with	an	artificial	sweetener.

This	means	crisps,	a	lot	of	processed	food,	sugary	drinks,	diet	drinks,	fatty	foods,
biscuits,	crackers,	and	many	prepared	meals	would	need	large	triangular	warnings.
	

Union	threats	going	to	court	over	load	shedding
The	Health	and	Allied	Workers	Indaba	Trade	Union	(HAITU)	is	threatening	to	take

government	to	court	over	the	widespread	impact	the	power	cuts	are	having	in	the	sector,
saying	the	matter	was	now	one	of	“life	or	death”,	reported	

MedicalBrief	(15	February	2023).
The	union	claims	that	patients	are	dying	at	state	hospitals	because	of	load	shedding	and
doctors	are	forced	“to	make	terrible	choices	over	who	lives	and	dies".	Only	77	hospitals
were	exempt	from	load	shedding,	out	of	400	public	healthcare	facilities	countrywide.
“It	is	a	disgrace	the	government	has	allowed	Eskom	to	collapse	to	this	point,	forcing
healthcare	workers	to	operate	under	such	strenuous	conditions,”	said	spokesperson.

They	made	billions
from	Covid-19

Reuters	reported	on	6	February	that	Western	drugmakers,	including	Pfizer,
BioNTech,	Moderna,	Gilead	Sciences,	AstraZeneca,	and	Merck,	earned	about

$100-bn	in	revenue	from	Covid-19	vaccines	and	treatments	in	2022.

“However,	company	and	analyst	estimates	suggest	those	sales	could	fall	by	nearly	two
thirds	in	2023	due	to	built-up	product	inventories	worldwide.	Population	immunity	from
high	vaccination	rates	and	previous	infections	also	means	that	demand	for	treatments
could	dip.”

In	2022	Pfizer	earned	$56-bn,	but	expects	revenue	to	drop	to	around	$21.5-bn	in	2023;
Moderna	earned	about	$18.4-bn	in	2022,	but	expects	2023	revenue	to	fall	to	about	$7-
bn;	Merck	reported	sales	of	$5.7-bn	from	the	treatment	in	2022	and	expects	a	drop	to
below	$1-bn	in	2023.	Other	companies	have	seen	a	more	modest	effect	from	their	Covid-
19	businesses.

WHO	lashes	out	at
baby	formula
companies		

The	World	Health	Organisation	(WHO)	blames	infant	formula	makers	of	using
misleading	marketing	and	aggressive	lobbying	tactics	to	sell	their	products	in

an	article	in	The	Lancet	medical	journal.

According	to	the	article	manufacturers	in	the	$55-bn-a-year	industry	make
unsubstantiated	claims	about	their	products,	such	as	that	they	are	very	similar	to	actual
breast	milk.

“The	authors	said	new	products,	such	as	hypoallergenic	or	organic	formulas,	are	also
sometimes	marketed	with	the	implication	that	they	have	unique	benefits	and	are	sold	at
premium	prices.	Concerns	about	the	global	industry’s	outreach,	particularly	in	developing
countries,	go	back	to	the	late	1970s	when	women	were	discouraged	from	breastfeeding
their	children,	denying	them	key	health	benefits	needed	in	childhood,”	reported
Bloomberg	(8	February	2023).

Nestle	SA,	Abbott,	Reckitt	Benckiser	Group,	Danone	SA,	China	Feihe	Ltd	and	Dutch	dairy
cooperative	Royal	FrieslandCampina	are	among	the	biggest	infant	formula	makers.	None
of	the	companies	was	directly	accused	of	unethical	marketing	or	lobbying	by	the
international	coalition	of	researchers.
	

SA’s	vaccine	production
capacity	boosted

SA’s	vaccine	manufacturing	capacity	has	received	a	significant	boost	with	a
R281-m	grant	from	the	European	Union	(EU)	and	the	European	Investment	Bank

(EIB),
reported	Health-eNews	(8	Feb	2023).

	
“The	funds	will	support	the	expansion	of	Biovac,	a	human	vaccine	manufacturer	and
Afrigen	Biologics,	a	biotechnology	company.	In	June	2021,	the	World	Health	Organisation
(WHO)	announced	it	had	selected	a	SA	consortium	to	run	an	mRNA	technology	transfer
hub,	serving	all	low-	and	middle-income	countries.	Within	this	consortium,	AfriGen
Biologics	establishes	mRNA	vaccine	production	technology,	the	South	African	Medical
Research	Council	(SAMRC)	provides	the	research,	and	The	Biovac	Institute	is	the	first
manufacturing	‘spoke’.”
	

No	‘updated’	Covid-19	vaccine	for	SA	anytime	soon
Spotlight	reported	on	14	February	that	the	Vaccine	Ministerial	Advisory	Committee	has
decided	that	the	“updated”	Covid-19	vaccines	-	approved	for	use	in	the	US	by	the	Food
and	Drug	Administration	-	are	on	the	“to-do	list”	but	are	not	a	top	priority	because	they
are	not	registered	for	use	in	SA.	There	is	no	“compelling	evidence	of	their	superiority

over	standard	vaccines”,	according	to	the	Department	of	Health.
Instead,	people	in	SA	will	continue	to	be	offered	the	standard	booster	Pfizer-BioNtech	and

Johnson	&	Johnson	(J&J)	vaccine	doses.

	

SAHPRA	approves
Pfizer’s	Covid-19	pill

Business	Day	(1	February)	reported	that	the	SA	Health	Products	Regulatory	Authority
(SAHPRA)	has	approved	Pfizer ’s	coronavirus	treatment	Paxlovid.	The	drug	has	been
shown	to	reduce	the	risk	of	hospitalisation	and	death	in	high-risk	patients	with	mild	to
moderate	Covid-19.	Paxlovid	will	not	immediately	be	available	to	state	patients	as	the
Health	Department’s	experts	last	year	recommended	against	its	use	until	the	price	of
cheaper	generics	was	known.

Pfizer	signed	an	agreement	with	the	Medicines	Patent	Pool	last	year	that	paves	the	way
for	35	generic	pharmaceutical	manufacturers	to	make	cheap	copies	of	its	tablets	in	95
low-	and	middle-income	countries,	including	SA.
	

Shortage	of	diabetes	drug	after
being	used	for	weight	loss

SA’s	type	2	diabetes	patients	have	been	left	without	one	of	their	most	effective	-	and
cheaper	-	treatments	because	doctors	are	now	also	widely	prescribing	it	as	a	weight-loss
drug.	The	medicine,	Ozempic,	is	given	as	a	weekly	injection.	There	has	been	a	shortage
of	the	medication	for	about	six	months.

Ozempic	lowers	the	blood	sugar	of	people	with	type	2	diabetes	by	causing	the	pancreas
to	release	extra	insulin	when	the	person	eats,	but	also	reduces	the	appetite.	In	SA,
Ozempic	is	registered	to	treat	type	2	diabetes	only,	but	doctors	also	have	the	power	to
prescribe	the	medicine	‘off-label’.

“Danish	pharmaceutical	company,	Novo	Nordisk,	said	the	drug	should	be	fully	restocked
this	month,”	reported	Bhekisisa	Centre	For	Health	Journalism	(9	February	2023).

Mistreatment	of
medical	students
uncovered

According	to	a	study	by	researchers	at	Stellenbosch	University,	medical	student
mistreatment	was	highly	prevalent	at	a	SA	medical	school	in	2018,	with	trainee
doctors	showing	signs	of	high	levels	of	psychological	distress,	and	reporting

that	the	mistreatment	affected	their	mood,	their	personal	relationships	and	their
studies.

However,	Stellenbosch	University	says	it	has	since	instituted	measures	to	reduce	trainee
doctor	mistreatment,	reports	GroundUp.

“Nearly	80%	of	medical	students	who	took	part	in	the	study	said	they	had	experienced
mistreatment	from	doctors,	the	highest	level	of	mistreatment	reported	in	any	similar	study
worldwide,	according	to	the	researchers,	who	also	uncovered	high	rates	of	racial	and
gender	discrimination	against	students	in	the	medicine	and	health	science	faculty.

“The	paper,	published	in	the	journal	Teaching	and	Learning	in	Medicine,	recorded	the
responses	of	443	medical	students	to	a	19-question	online	survey.”

The	medical	scheme	industry	has	for	years	wanted	to	introduce	lower-cost	options	for
employed	individuals	who	are	not	insured	but	has	been	prevented	by	regulations	that
stipulate	a	base	level	of	cover	that	costs	at	least	R1	000	a	month.”
	

RAF	decision	to	stop
paying	unlawful	

The	Road	Accident	Fund’s	(RAF)	decision	to	stop	paying	medical	schemes	was
unlawful.	This	is	the	implication	of	Judge	Mandla	Mbongwe’s	ruling	in	the

Pretoria	High	Court	(23	January)	to	deny	the	RAF	leave	to	appeal	against	ndustry
wide	implications,	as	it	gives	medical	schemes	and	their	administrators
assurance	that	they	can	continue	to	claim	from	the	RAF	on	behalf	of	their

members,”
reported	Business	Day	(24	January	2023).

“For	decades,	medical	schemes	have	covered	the	cost	of	their	members’	hospital	and
medical	bills	-	through	the	benefits	they	are	due	in	terms	of	their	policy	-	and	then	claimed
the	money	back	from	the	RAF.	They	were	stunned	last	August	when	the	RAF	unilaterally
decided	to	stop	paying	for	medical	expenses	for	road	accident	victims	who	belonged	to
medical	schemes.	The	RAF’s	move	was	successfully	challenged	by	SA’s	biggest	medical
scheme	administrator	Discovery	Health,	which	won	an	urgent	High	Court	application	to
have	the	fund’s	internal	directive	to	stop	paying	medical	schemes	declared	unlawful	and
set	aside.”
