“Stakeholder	submissions	to	Parliament	on	the	Bill	(of	which	there	were	64	000	written
submissions)	and	various	commentators	have	warned	about	the	‘looming	disaster ’	that
the	Bill	in	its	current	form	poses,	but	they	are	often	divided	on	the	main	reasons.	A	tiny
minority	resists	the	principle	of	unified	health	systems	and	Universal	Health	Care	for	all
(meaning,	also	for	the	poor).	Many	more	groups	agree	that	NHI	is	an	ethical	necessity	but
are	concerned	about	South	Africa’s	disintegrating	public	health	system,	energy	crisis,
high	levels	of	state	corruption	involving	health	product	procurement,	and	the	inability	of
the	Department	of	Health	to	implement	NHI	in	its	current	proposed	form.”

'No	financial	estimates
available’

“The	NHI	Bill	is	nothing	more	than	a	payment	system	that	is	to	be	superimposed
on	the	malfunctioning	public	and	private	health	services,	with	none	of	their

faults	being	addressed	in	any	way.	It	is	staggering	that	most	persons
commenting	on	the	NHI	Bill	do	not	realise	this,”

wrote	Anton	van	Dalsen	in	Daily	Maverick	(7	March	2023).

“For	a	project	of	the	dimensions	of	the	NHI,	one	would	have	expected	a	thorough
feasibility	study.	Such	a	study	would	include	a	complete	analysis	of	the	project’s
requirements	and	provide	financial	forecasts	for	various	scenarios…	However,	there	are
no	such	financial	estimates	available.

“Instead,	we	are	left	with	glib	and	evasive	comments	on	this	topic,	which	cannot	be
taken	seriously.	Examples	in	this	context	are:
Dr	Olive	Shisana,	former	special	adviser	in	the	Presidency:	“The	demand	that	the
NHI	Bill	should	indicate	costs	is	unfair	because	costs	change	over	time.”
Dr	Nicholas	Crisp,	Deputy	Director-General	of	the	Department	of	Health:	“What	is
it	going	to	cost?	It’s	going	to	cost	as	much	as	we	can	afford.”
	

“The	NHI	indirect	grant	has	been	underspent,	the	NHI	Fund	has	not	yet	been
established,	and	Parliament	still	needs	to	pass	the	NHI	Bill.	It	is	therefore	unlikely

that	NHI	will	be	a	significant	cost	pressure	in	the	medium	term.

“Therefore,	one	would	assume	that	from	the	National	Treasury’s	point	of	view,	the	matter
has	effectively	been	shelved	for	the	moment,	but	it	is	unclear	whether	this	message	has
reached	the	Department	of	Health,”	wrote	Van	Dalsen,	(legal	counsellor	at	the	Helen
Suzman	Foundation	from	2016	to	2022).
	

Silence	is	deafening	
City	Press	reported	on	26	February	that	health
organisations	have	voiced	their	concerns	about	the
continued	silence	on	the	National	Health	Insurance	(NHI)
scheme,	which	is	meant	to	be	implemented	in	2026

	

"Different	health	stakeholders	said	they	were	disappointed	that	there	had	been	no
mention	of	the	NHI	in	either	President	Cyril	Ramaphosa’s	State	of	the	Nation	Address	or
Finance	Minister	Enoch	Godongwana’s	Budget	Speech	on	Wednesday.	The	Health
Department	was	allocated	R23-bn	to	cover	the	shortfall	in	compensation	budgets	and
improve	services.”

Mvuyisi	Mzukwa,	the	SA	Medical	Association	(SAMA)	spokesperson,	said
members	had	clearly	articulated	their	intention	of	leaving	the	country	should	the
NHI	be	implemented	in	its	current	form.
Democratic	Nursing	Organisation	of	SA	(DENOSA)	spokesperson
Sibongiseni	Delihlazo	said	that	since	the	year	of	implementing	the	NHI	was	2026,
budgets	for	it	should	surely	already	be	in	place.
Health	Minister	Joe	Phaahla	said	his	department	would	meet	with	the	Finance
Minister ’s	team	to	see	how	and	at	what	intervals	the	R23-bn	would	be	made
available	so	that	they	could	work	with	all	nine	provinces	to	progressively	address
the	shortcomings.

No	‘dark	reason’	for	delay
Business	Day	reported	on	8	March	that	the	chair	of
Parliament’s	portfolio	committee	on	health	said	there	is	“no
dark	reason”	behind	a	series	of	delays	in	a	key	meeting
with	legal	advisers	on	the	NHI	Bill.

This	follows	several	MPs	questioning	why	work	on	the	bill	has	slowed,	as	towards	the	end
of	last	year,	the	committee	was	pressured	to	finalise	the	bill	before	the	ANC’s	elective
conference	in	December.

The	DA’s	health	spokesperson,	Michele	Clark,	said	she	hoped	the	delay	meant	the	ANC-
led	government	was	having	second	thoughts	on	the	bill.

Health	Minister	Joe	Phaahla	has	warned	members
affiliated	with	the	National	Education,	Health	and

Allied	Workers’	Union	(NEHAWU)	to	return	to	work	or
face	criminal	charges	and	possible	dismissal.

This	follows	judgement	by	the	Labour	Appeal	Court	on	13	March	interdicting	NEHAWU
from	continuing	its	strike,	which	entered	its	second	week.	Healthcare	workers	went	on
strike	after	rejecting	a	4.7%	wage	hike	offer,	pressing	their	demand	for	a	10%	increase.
	
In	its	judgment	the	Labour	Appeal	Court	called	the	strike	“deplorable”	and	that	it

“illustrated	a	disregard	for	the	law,	and	the	people	of	this	country	entitled	to	access
essential	public	services”.

	
Earlier	the	union’s	president,	Mike	Shingange,	claimed	that	reports	of	deaths	and	other
harm	during	the	strike	were	“propaganda	to	turn	the	public	against	us”.	He	said	the
union’s	anger	was	“not	at	the	recipients	of	public	health	services	but	at	the	state”.	
	

EFF	warns	businesses	ahead
of	national	shutdown

Ahead	of	its	planned	national	shutdown	on	20	March,	the	Economic	Freedom
Front	Party	(EFF)	has	warned	all	small	businesses	and	factories	to	close	on	the

day	or	risk	being	looted,
reported	News24	(9	March	203).

"Party	members	were	captured		on	a	video,	announcing	the	shutdown	on	the	back	of	a
bakkie	via	a	loudspeaker.	The	speaker	is	heard	saying:	'We	are	saying	to	you	close	down
all	your	businesses	to	avoid	the	looting.	Close	down	all	your	shops	to	avoid	the	looting.
Close	down	all	your	factories	to	avoid	the	lootings'.

“The	SA	Federation	of	Trade	Unions	reportedly	said	more	than	700	000	of	its	members
would	take	part	in	the	shutdown.”

Deokaran	before	her	assassination,	are	now	under	investigation	by	the	Gauteng

“Govindraju	controls	an	empire	of	more	than	50	businesses	which,	despite	using	fake
addresses	and	existing	only	on	paper,	scored	hundreds	of	millions	in	trade	from	the
embattled	hospital.”

New	disaster	regulations
exempt	hospitals	from	load-
shedding

Hospitals,	harbours,	railways,	water	treatment	plants	and	other	essential	infrastructure	will
be	exempted	from	load-shedding	in	terms	of	the	National	State	of	Disaster
Regulations,	promulgated	on	28	Feb	by	Cooperative	Governance	and	Traditional	Affairs
Minister	Nkosazana	Dlamini	Zuma.

The	regulations	were	gazetted	after	meetings	of	President	Cyril	Ramaphosa’s	cabinet
and	the	president’s	coordinating	council	(PCC)	on	Monday	following	the	State	of	Disaster
he	declared	on	9	February,	reported	M&G	(1	March	2023).
	
“But	accounting	officers	will	have	to	report	on	emergency	expenditure	to	both	the
Auditor	General	and	Parliament,	a	move	aimed	at	preventing	a	recurrence	of	the
looting	of	Covid-19	emergency	funding	that	took	place	during	2020	and	2021."

A	court	challenge	to	the	legality	of	the	declaration	of	the	State	of	Disaster	by
groups	including	the	Organisation	Undoing	Tax	Abuse	(OUTA)	is	set	to	be	heard
soon.

Healthcare	bodies	welcome	financial	relief
Civil	society	organisations	in	Gauteng	have	welcomed	finance	MEC	Jacob	Mamabolo’s
allocation	of	R784-m	to	deal	with	backlogs	in	the	treatment	of	cancer	patients	and	the

delay	of	critical	surgeries,	reported	The	Star	(10	March	2023).
“The	allocation	was	part	of	an	intervention	to	finance	Gauteng’s	radiation	oncology	and
surgery	backlogs.	In	partnership	with	the	Gauteng	treasury	and	the	province,	these
organisations	would	now,	among	other	interventions,	outsource	radiation	oncology
services	for	patients	on	the	waiting	list	to	ensure	prompt	access	to	urgent	healthcare

Business	Day	reported	on	24	February	2023	that	Discovery’s	share	price	rallied	to	a	10-
month	high	“even	after	the	insurer	again	withheld	dividends	as	it	continued	to	monitor	the
impact	of	Covid-19	lockdowns	on	its	Chinese	operations	while	pushing	ahead	with
investment	in	new	business	initiatives.

“The	continuation	of	Discovery’s	strategy	of	withholding	dividends,	which	began	with	the
arrival	of	Covid-19	in	2020,	came	after	it	said	yesterday	that	net	profit	attributable	to
shareholders	fell	11%	to	R2.943-bn	in	the	six	months	to	end-December	2022."

Surge	in	demand	for	diabetes
drug	for	weight	loss
A	surge	in	the	demand	for	Ozempic,	a	weekly	injection	to	treat	type	2	diabetes,	has
resulted	in	global	stock	shortages,	reported	Sunday	Times	(26	February	2023).

There	is	concern	that	the	schedule	4	drug	is	being	sold	over	the	counter	by	unscrupulous
pharmacists,	and	a	doctor	has	warned	of	possible	health	risks	if	used	incorrectly.

According	to	Noluthando	Nematswerani,	head	of	the	Centre	for	Clinical	Excellence	at
Discovery,	the	claims	history	for	the	last	quarter	of	2021	and	the	first	quarter	of	2022
showed	a	77%	increase	in	diabetic	prescriptions	and	a	224%	increase	in	off-label	drugs.
She	said	this	steep	increase	in	day-to-day	benefit	claims	might	be	attributed	to	the	off-
label	use	of	Ozempic	for	weight-loss	management.

New	‘blood	fridge’	to
reduce	supply	issues
The	SA	National	Blood	Services	(SANBS)	has	launched	a
smart	blood	fridge,	called	Bophelo,	to	reduce	turnaround
times	for	patients	to	receive	blood.	–	Health-e	News	(7
March	2023)

The	fridge	operates	as	a	vending	machine,	and	healthcare
workers	use	a	unique	code,	sent	to	them	by	SANBS,	to
access	cross-matched	blood.	Bophelo	is	expected	to
improve	supply	reliability	at	hospitals	that	do	not	have
blood	banks	on	site.	The	SANBS	will	monitor	stocks
remotely	and	make	blood	available	when	needed.
Following	the	pilot’s	success,	10	more	smart	fridges	will	be
rolled	out	to	other	hospitals.
	

‘Obesity	is	a	disease	and	should
be	treated	as	such’
Obesity	is	not	getting	the	medical	attention	it	needs	in	SA,
according	to	Dr	Sindeep	Bhana,	head	of	diabetes,
endocrinology	and	metabolism	at	Chris	Hani	Baragwanath
Hospital.	–	TimesLive	(5	March	2023)

Despite	obesity	being	a	public	health	crisis,	it	was	mostly	regarded	as	a	non-medical
issue,	even	by	doctors,	he	said.	In	SA,	obesity	is	blamed	on	patients,	and	the
responsibility	of	losing	weight	is	put	squarely	on	their	shoulders.

According	to	Prof	Shingai	Mutambirwa,	urology	department	head	at	the	Sefako	Makgatho
Health	Sciences	University,	it	is	“not	too	late	to	turn	the	tide	on	obesity”.	The	issue	needs
to	be	a	discussion	for	everybody	in	the	country,	including	medical	practitioners,	the
government	and	patients,	so	that	we	all	recognise	obesity	is	a	medical	condition	which
needs	to	be	addressed.
	
Meanwhile,	Discovery	Vitality’s	latest	‘ObeCity	Index’	revealed	that	about	68%	of
South	African	women	and	31%	of	SA	men	are	either	overweight	or	obese.	About

13%	of	children	under	five	are	either	overweight	or	obese.

According	to	the	results	of	its	analysis	of	300	000	Vitality	Health	checks	completed	by
members	in	SA’s	six	biggest	cities,	the	proportion	of	Vitality	members	who	had	a	healthy
weight	ranked	Cape	Town	first,	followed	by	Johannesburg,	Durban,	Pretoria,	Bloemfontein
and	Gqeberha.	(The	healthy	weight	assessment	was	based	on	body	mass	index	(BMI)
and	waist	circumference.)

Covid	tests:	Schemes
take	on	labs

“The	Health	Funders	Association	(HFA),	which	counts	Discovery,	Momentum,
Profmed	and	Fedhealth	among	its	members,	lodged	a	complaint	with	the

Competition	Commission	regarding	the	prices	charged	by	Pathcare,	Ampath	and
Lancet	for	Covid-19	polymerase	chain	reaction	(PCR)	tests	in	2020	and	2021,”

reported	Business	Day	(2	March	2023).

“If	successful,	they	believe	they	could	claw	back	an	estimated	R1-bn	previously	paid	out
by	the	35	schemes	party	to	the	complaint.	It	has	been	joined	in	its	complaint	by	several
non-member	schemes,	and	they	collectively	represent	5.6-m	of	SA’s	8.9-m	medical
scheme	beneficiaries.”

The	HFA	said	it	was	clear	from	the	Competition	Commission’s	investigation	in	2021	that
the	laboratories	did	not	base	their	prices	on	a	cost-recovery	model	for	most	of	2020	and
2021	and	that	medical	scheme	members	had	thus	faced	‘substantial	additional	costs’.

The	tests	initially	cost	up	to	R1	500	in	the	private	sector,	but	later	private	laboratories
agreed	to	charge	medical	scheme	members	R850	a	test.	In	December	2021	the	price	was
dropped	to	R500,	in	line	with	voluntary	settlements	reached	after	the	Competition
Commission	launched	an	investigation	into	allegations	of	excessive	pricing.
	

Samwumed	angers
KZN	doctors

“Members	of	the	South	African	Municipal	Workers	Union	Medical	Scheme	(Samwumed)	in
KwaZuluNatal	may	have	to	pay	cash	to	see	a	doctor	after	the	scheme	failed	to	give
general	practitioners	an	annual	increase	for	services,”	reported	TimesLive	(3	March
2023).

The	KwaZulu-Natal	Doctors	Healthcare	Coalition	(KZNDHC)	wrote	a	letter	to	the	chief
medical	officer	of	Samwumed	expressing	its	dissatisfaction	on	behalf	of	its	members.
KZNDHC	CEO	Dr	Neven	Govender	said	the	doctors	have	now	resolved	that	they	will	see
Samwumed	members,	but	will	ask	them	to	pay	cash	and	then	claim	from	the	medical	aid.

The	scheme	said	it	was	aware	of	the	matter	and	would	be	tabling	KZNDHC’s	request	to
revisit	the	decision	at	the	next	board	meeting	later	this	month.
	

Discovery	announces	10%	hike	in	top	medical	plans
Discovery	Medical	Aid	Scheme	(DHMS)	announced	that	contributions	on	top-end	plans,
which	provide	extensive	day-to-day	cover	-	Executive,	Comprehensive	and	Priority	-	will
increase	by	9.9%	from	1	April	(actual	increases	average	9.93%).
