“In	terms	of	funding,	the	state	has	argued	that	more	money	is	being	spent	servicing	the
needs	of	14%	of	the	population	through	private	healthcare	than	what	is	spent	on	the	vast
majority	of	people	through	public	services.	Hence,	it	aims	to	pool	the	money	spent	on
both.

“The	NHI	will	redistribute	money	from	the	current	multi-payer	system	of	nine	provincial
health	systems,	tax	rebates,	levies,	conditional	grants	and	consolidate	into	one	fund.	The
pooling	into	one	risk	pool	will	ensure	appropriate	cross-subsidisation	between	the	young
and	old,	rich	and	poor,	healthy	and	unhealthy,”

"The	27-page	document	has	precisely	198	words	in	the	section	for
how	it	will	be	funded.	

"It	contains	no	analysis	of	what	the	proposed	system	will	cost,	referring	only	to	the	fact
that	South	Africa	currently	spends	8.5%	of	its	GDP	on	healthcare.	It	has	pages	and
pages	on	what	kind	of	health	services	South	Africans	can	expect,	but	no	calculation	of
what	these	will	cost.

"The	biggest	farce	in	this	charade	is	the	funding	story.	While	the	fact	sheet	declares	the
current	mixed	system	to	be	“inefficient”,	it	seems	to	believe	that	removing	the	private
element	of	it	is	the	key	to	creating	wider	efficiency."

'NHI	pilot	projects
show	critical
fault	lines'

“In	South	Africa,	NHI	was	piloted	in	10	health	districts	across	the	country	during	2012-17.
The	evidence	from	these	pilots	points	to	at	least	five	critical	fault	lines	in	the	public

system’s	readiness	to	implement	NHI.

“These	include	shortages	in	–	and	the	maldistribution	of	–	specialised	human	resources;
a	lack	of	equipment	and	poorly	maintained	infrastructure;	poor	supervision	and
management	practices;	and	health	information	systems	that	lack	quality,	coverage	and
standardisation	and	do	not	sufficiently	support	reimbursement	and	resource
management,”	wrote	Prof	Frikkie	Booysen,	PPS	chair	in	health	economics	at	Wits
University.

Because	of	these	problems,	there	were	few	improvements	in	the	quality	of	healthcare
provided.	This	shows	that	the	public	health	system	in	South	Africa	is	not	yet	strong	and
resilient	enough	to	fully	implement	the	proposed	NHI.

Many	parts	of	the	Bill	still	remain	vague	and	should	be	urgently	clarified	if	we	are	to	build
public	support	for	this	policy.	For	example,	it	does	not	clarify	the	set	of	benefits	to	be
funded	under	the	NHI,	the	nature	of	referral	networks,	or	what	arrangements	will	be
implemented	for	contracting	and	reimbursement	arrangements.

Potential	consequences	of	NHI’s	full	implementation	include	the	possible	mass	emigration
of	health-care	professionals."

Roach	says	Discovery	believes
that	more	people	must	be	given	quality
healthcare	and	has	submitted	a	300-page
document	to	Parliament	on	how	to	do	it
better	and	feasibly.
“Discovery	calculates	that	to	finance	even
a	R200-bn	NHI	(and	it’s	likely	to	cost	far
more),	personal	income	taxes	will	have	to
go	up	by	a	third,	or	payroll	taxes	would
have	to	be	implemented	with	a	tenfold	rise
in	UIF	contributions,	or	VAT	would	have	to
rise	from	15%	to	21.5%,	or	some
combination.

Regarding	the	ongoing	debate	about	the	NHI	Bill,	Daily	Maverick	(4	July	2023)	published
an	article	by	Dr	Olive	Shishana,	honorary	professor	at	the	University	of	Cape	Town	and

special	adviser	to	President	Cyril	Ramaphosa.	She	concludes:
“Per-capita	health	expenditure	in	the	private	sector	is	much	higher	than	in	the	public

sector.	The	exorbitant	costs	stem	from	medical	scheme	administration,	which	accounts	for
15%	of	expenses.	In	contrast,	the	NHI’s	administration	costs	are	expected	to	be	less	than
3%.	The	private	sector ’s	inefficiency	and	unsustainability	make	a	compelling	case	for	NHI.
Concerns	have	also	been	raised	about	the	potential	collapse	of	medical	schemes	under
NHI.	However,	medical	scheme	numbers	and	beneficiaries	have	declined	without	NHI’s

New	payroll	tax	and
income	tax	hike	to

finance	NHI
“A	recently	circulated	factsheet	on	National	Health	Insurance	(NHI)	has	partly

answered	the	billion	rand	question	on	how	the	scheme	will	be	funded,	suggesting
that	a	payroll	tax	and	a	surcharge	on	personal	income	will	be	imposed,”

reported	News24	(3	July	2023).

Both	employers	and	employees	would	contribute	to	the	payroll	tax	in	the	same	way	that
contributions	to	the	Unemployment	Insurance	Fund	(UIF)	are	structured.

“So,	raising	R140-bn	in	new	taxes	would	take	just	over	a	3%	payroll	tax,	a	hike	of	three
percentage	points	in	personal	income	tax,	and	the	scrapping	of	medical	aid	credits.	If	fully
rolled	out,	as	assumed	by	the	Department	of	Health	to	over	8%	of	GDP,	NHI	payroll	tax
would	need	to	be	6%	and	increases	to	personal	income	tax	around	six	percentage	points
on	the	baseline.”
	

Most	interns,	junior	doctors
finally	placed

More	than	1	100	medical	interns	and	junior
doctors	have	finally	been	placed	for	the
medical	Internship	and	Community	Service
Programme	(ICSP)	–	just	days	before	they
were	due	to	start	work	on	1	July,	reported
Medical	Brief	(5	July	2023).
However,	some	junior	doctors,	including
some	on	government	bursaries,	remain	in
limbo,	still	waiting	to	be	placed	for
community	services.

SA-trained	nurses	to	fill
vacancies	in	Germany		

Business	Day	reported	on	10	July	that	the
SA	government	is	in	discussions	with
Germany	to	employ	nurses	trained	in	SA	to
address	the	labour	shortage	crisis	in
Germany.	According	to	the	Democratic
Nursing	Organisation	of	SA	(Denosa),	the
SA	government	is	interested	in	releasing
20	000	unemployed	nurses	to	Germany
due	to	financial	constraints	preventing	their
employment	within	South	Africa.”
	

Doctors	under	investigation
have	contemplated	suicide

“A	recent	poll	of	204	physicians	by	the	Medical	Protection	Society	(MPS)	found	that	10%
contemplated	suicide	during	inquiries	into	alleged	professional	misconduct	by	the	Health
Professions	Council	of	South	Africa	(HPCSA),”	reported	TimesLive	(7	July	2023).

This	study	included	doctors	who	underwent	investigations	by	the	HPCSA	from	2018	to
2022.	The	findings	indicated	that	83%	experienced	stress	and	anxiety	during	the
investigation,	and	61%	reported	that	the	process	negatively	impacted	their	mental	health.
The	doctors	noted	a	‘presumed	guilty	until	proven	innocent’	attitude	conveyed	in	the	initial
HPCSA	notification	and	71%	of	the	surveyed	doctors	claimed	that	the	duration	of	the
HPCSA’s	investigation	negatively	affected	their	mental	health,	especially	since	some
investigations	spanned	several	years.

In	light	of	these	findings,	the	MPS	called	for	significant	reforms	in	the	HPCSA’s	process	for
investigating	alleged	unprofessional	conduct	among	healthcare	providers.
	

Tembisa	staff	linked	to	R1-bn	fraud	still	at	work
Nine	senior	staff	members	who	are	implicated	in	a	tender
scandal	of	R1-bn	at	Tembisa	Hospital	are	still	at	work.

Although	they	were	identified	by	the	Special	Investigating
Unit	(SIU)	six	months	ago	no	action	has	been	taken	against

them.	–	Medical	Brief	(6	July	2023)

Health	MEC	Nomantu	Nkomo-Ralehoko	told	the	provincial	legislature	that	the	process	to
discipline	them	was	still	“being	initiated”.

In	the	probe,	the	officials	were	all	positively	linked	to	rubber-stamping	purchase
agreements,	in	some	cases	based	on	fake	and	forged	documentation,	that	saw	the
hospital	facility	paying	excessively	high	prices.

Life	insurers	paid	out
more	than	R43-bn

According	to	summaries	released	by	life	insurers	of	their	2022	claims	statistics,
the	five	biggest	companies	paid	out	R43.2-bn.

–	Daily	Maverick	(10	July	2023)

They	include:	Old	Mutual	(R14.7-bn),	Discovery	Life	(R9-bn),	Liberty	(R6.98-bn),	Sanlam
(R6.38-bn)	and	Momentum	Retail	Life	Insurance	(R6.18-bn).

The	diminishing	impact	of	the	Covid-19	pandemic	can	be	seen	across	the	board,	with
Momentum	reporting	that	while	Covid	accounted	for	42%	of	total	death	claims	in	2021,
this	figure	dropped	to	12%	last	year.	This	tied	in	with	Old	Mutual,	which	had	the	biggest
claims	pay-outs	in	2022	at	R14.7-bn	but	also	reported	a	30.7%	decrease	in	claims	paid
out	compared	with	2021.

“During	2022,	Discovery	Life	paid	out	a	total	of	R626-m	for	Covid-19-related	individual	life
claims.	Sanlam	reported	that	Covid-19	still	accounted	for	most	sickness	income	claims
(41%)	in	2022.

	

Increase	in	unnatural	deaths

“Momentum	Health	has	reported	a	concerning	rise	in	unnatural	deaths.	–	News	24	(10
July	2023).	Mental	health	claims	jumped	from	sixth	place	in	2021	to	the	fourth	biggest,
contributing	11%	of	lump-sum	disability	pay-outs.

“Mental	disorders	became	the	third	biggest	driver	of	disability	claims	for	Sanlam	(11%).

	“Men	accounted	for	82%	of	Momentum’s	unnatural	death	claims,	including	accidents	-
mostly	motor	vehicle-related	-	and	murder,	suicide	and	surgery	complications.	Sanlam
has	also	experienced	a	similar	rise	in	unnatural	deaths,	reporting	in	June	that	accidents,
poisoning	and	violence	accounted	for	12%	of	claims.”
	

Mediclinic	opts	not	to	pay	
a	final	dividend

Business	Day	reported	on	30	June	that	private	hospital	operator	Mediclinic,	recently
delisted	from	the	JSE	by	a	Remgro-led	consortium,	has	opted	not	to	pay	a	final	dividend
for	the	year	to	end-March	to	prevent	reducing	the	multibillion-rand	acquisition	price	paid
by	the	consortium.

In	March	Remgro	CEO	Jannie	Durand	highlighted	the	benefits	of	taking	companies
private,	saying	doing	so	allows	it	to	have	better	control	of	entities	it	owns	and	brings	it
closer	to	its	management	teams.

Alzheimer’s	drug	gets	full
US	approval

Bloomberg	News	reported	on	10	July	that
the	US	Food	&	Drug	Administration	(FDA)
has	granted	full	approval	to	the	Alzheimer’s
drug	Leqembi,	developed	by	Japanese
pharmaceutical	company	Eisai	in
collaboration	with	Biogen.
It	is	the	first	drug	shown	to	slow	the
progression	of	Alzheimer’s	disease.
However,	the	approval	comes	with	specific
test	requirements	and	side	effect
warnings.	Leqembi	is	a	potent	antibody	that
helps	clear	amyloid,	a	toxic	protein	that
accumulates	in	the	brains	of		patients.

9	new	African	countries	to
receive	malaria	vaccines

Reuters	reported	on	5	July	that	Global
vaccine	alliance	GAVI	will	provide	18-m
doses	of	malaria	vaccine	over	the	next	two
years	to	12	African	countries.	Malaria
remains	one	of	the	continent’s	deadliest
diseases,	killing	nearly	half	a	million
children	under	five	annually.	In	2021,	Africa
accounted	for	about	95%	of	global	malaria
cases	and	96%	of	deaths,	according	to	the
World	Health	Organisation	(WHO).
The	first	doses	of	the	RTS,S	vaccine	are
expected	to	reach	the	12	African	countries
during	the	last	quarter	of	2023.

Unsafe	water	and	sanitation
to	blame	for	7	000	deaths	

“A	study	released	by	the	World	Health
Organisation	shows	that	unsafe	drinking
water,	sanitation	and	hygiene	practises	in
SA	were	responsible	for	more	than	7	000
deaths	and	more	than	640	000	disability-
adjusted	life	years	(DALYs)	in	children
under	five.”	–	Medical	Brief	(5	July	2023)
“One	DALY	represented	the	loss	of	the
equivalent	of	one	year	of	full	health,	said
the	WHO,	adding	that	the	DALYs	for	a
disease	or	health	condition	‘are	the	sum	of
the	years	of	life	lost	to	due	to	premature
mortality	(YLLs)	and	the	years	lived	with	a
disability	(YLDs)	due	to	prevalent	cases	of
the	disease	or	health	condition	in	a
population’.”

Sweetener	to	be	declared	a
possible	carcinogen

Reuters	reported	on	29	June	that
Aspartame,	a	common	artificial	sweetener,
may	soon	be	declared	“possibly
carcinogenic	to	humans”	by	the
International	Agency	for	Research	on
Cancer	(IARC),	part	of	the	WHO.
The	decision	follows	reviews	of	existing
evidence	to	assess	potential	hazards.
Parallel	reviews	by	IARC	and	JECFA		have
sparked	concerns	about	potential	public
confusion.
“The	possible	classification	of	Aspartame
as	a	carcinogen	is	likely	to	renew	debates
about	the	safety	of	artificial	sweeteners	and
the	IARC’s	role	in	these	assessments.”

	‘RAF	cutting	its	nose	to	spite	its	face’
“The	indefensible	stance	taken	by	the	Road

Accident	Fund	(RAF)	that	it	will	not	pay	claims	or	any
past	medical	expenses	paid	by	medical	schemes

towards	the	health	of	their	members	is	an	affront	to
the	hard	work	of	South	Africans.	The	decision	has
already	been	declared	unlawful	by	the	High	Court,
and	the	Supreme	Court	of	Appeal	has	refused	to

entertain	the	RAF’s	appeal	due	to	its	poor	prospects
of	success.”

–	Business	Day	(5	July	2023)

“The	unilateral	decision	by	the	RAF	to	think	medical	aid	members	are	not	worthy	of	rights
conferred	by	the	act	is	flabbergasting,	if	not	irresponsible.	Armed	with	taxpayer	money,
the	RAF	has	taken	its	hopeless	case	to	the	Constitutional	Court.	In	the	interim,	the	entity
has	refused	to	entertain	claims	from	medical	schemes.”

According	to	Discovery	Medica	Scheme,	which	has	led	the	charge	against	RAF,	the
industry	is	losing	about	R2-m	a	day	due	to	the	RAF’s	‘fun	show’.
	

Meanwhile,	the	RAF	–	despite	collecting	more	than	R40-bn	annually	in	fuel	levies
as	revenue	-	is	technically	insolvent,	owing	more	than	R300-bn	in	unpaid	claims.
	

Affordable	medical	schemes:
CMS	has	to	provide	records

“The	Council	for	Medical	Schemes,	which	has	been	accused	of	blocking	the	introduction
of	low-cost	medical	aids	in	an	effort	to	make	the	NHI	seem	more	appealing	and	palatable,
has	been	ordered	by	the	High	Court	to	provide	reasons	for	its	decisions	within	10	days,”
reported	Medical	Brief	(13	July	2023).

“The	Board	of	Healthcare	Funders	(BHF)	won	an	interim	battle	in	the	Gauteng	High	Court
(Pretoria)	on	10	July	as	part	of	a	bigger	case	arguing	that	the	regulator ’s	decision	to
block	low-income	earners	from	accessing	a	medical	scheme	was	irrational,	and	has
requested	the	entire	record	from	the	CMS	for	its	decision	and	refusal.

“It	has	been	more	than	seven	years	since	the	CMS	began	to	develop	a	legal	framework	to
enable	medical	schemes	to	offer	low-cost	benefit	options	(LCBOs)	that	would	be	exempt
from	providing	the	full,	costly	suite	of	benefits	stipulated	by	the	Medical	Schemes	Act."

	

Healthcare	insurance
The	private	sector	is	best	positioned	to
address	the	inequality	in	SA’s	healthcare,
says	Momentum	Health’s	executive	head
of	strategic	landscape,	Nomo	Khumalo.
“The	most	effective	way	is	through
healthcare	insurance	outside	of	the
medical	schemes’	framework.	Healthcare
insurance	products,	primarily	focused	on
primary	healthcare	and	do	not	have	to
cover	the	compulsory	prescribed	minimum
benefits	(PMB),	are	significantly	cheaper
than	medical	aid	providers’	charges,”
reported	News24	(13	July	2023).
Khumalo	said	he	believes	that	the	industry
can	instantly	provide	coverage	to	the	6-m
employed	individuals	in	South	Africa	who
do	not	have	medical	aid	and	can	extend
coverage	even	further.

Cutting	back	on	cover
According	to	Bonitas	Medical
Scheme's		analysis	of	seven	schemes,	the
only	options	reporting	strong	beneficiary
growth	in	2022	were	those	priced	below
R3	000	per	member	per	month,	with
membership	of	more	expensive	options	and
more	comprehensive	benefits	stagnating	or
shrinking,	reported	Business	Day	(13	July
2023).	Bonitas	CFO	Luke	Woodhouse	said
its	cheapest	plan,	Bonstart,	reported	net
growth	of	more	than	200%	between	2019
and	2023,	while	membership	declined	in	its
most	expensive	plans.
Bonitas	reported	a	net	surplus	of	R699-m
and	a	solvency	rate	of	41.3%	at	the	end	of
2022	as	member	claims	continued	to	track
below	expectations	even	as	the
coronavirus	pandemic	waned.
