Voting	postponed	to	6	December
On	Wednesday,	29	November	the	crucial	vote	on	the	National	Health	Insurance	(NHI)	Bill

was	postponed	to	6	December,	bringing	relief	to	business	groups	and	health
professionals	who	had	urged	the	National	Council	of	Provinces	(NCOP)	not	to	pass	the

Bill	in	its	present	form.	--	MedicalBrief.	(29	Nov	2023)
This	follows	the	Select	Committee	on	Health	and	Social	Services	of	the	NCOP’s	recent

approval	of	the	Amendment	Bill,	without	any	amendments.

“In	another	glimmer	of	hope	that	the	Bill	could	be	amended,	Pres	Cyril
Ramaphosa's	spokesman	said	the	President	‘won't	simply	sign	the	Bill	into
law’.”

	

NCOP	adopts	NHI	Bill
without	changes

“Despite	extensive	public	submissions	and	suggested
amendments	from	the	National	Health	Department,	the
NCOP	has	adopted	the	controversial	NHI	Bill	without

any	modifications.”	-
Business	Day	(21	Nov	2023).

'The	Bill	was	adopted	without	changing	the	document	the	NCOP	received	from	the
National	Assembly	on	June	13.	The	Western	Cape’s	request	for	an	extension	on	the
deadline	for	submitting	its	negotiating	mandates,	was	also	denied.	Except	for	the	Western
Cape,	all	the	provinces	voted	in	favour	of	the	bill	without	proposing	any	amendments.”

On	27	November	Business	Unity	SA	(BUSA)	and	Business	for	SA	(B4SA)	released	a
media	statement	saying	that	they	have	written	to	the	Presiding	Officers	of	the	NCOP	as
well	as	to	the	Deputy	President	to	register	their	deep	concern	regarding	the	lack	of	due
process	in	the	NCOP	Select	Committee	on	Health	and	Social	Services	on	their	adoption
of	the	NHI	Bill	without	any	amendments	on	21	November
	
Suggestions	from	the	Health	Department’s	Deputy	Director-General	for	the	NHI,

Nicholas	Crisp,	were	also	not	considered.

His	suggestions	included	amendments	to	the	Bill	to	align	it	with	a	recent	High	Court
judgment	upholding	the	rights	of	pregnant	women	and	children	under	five	to	free
healthcare,	regardless	of	their	nationality;	a	possible	rewording	of	section	33	of	the	Bill	to
clarify	the	intentions;	and	a	technical	correction	for	the	section	dealing	with	medical
scheme	tax	credits.	

25	000	healthcare	professionals	voice	frustration
The	SA	Health	Professionals	Collaboration	(SAHPC)	-	a	new	association	of	more	than
25	000	healthcare	professionals	from	nine	industry	bodies	–	voiced	its	disappointment

and	frustration	that	‘Parliament	had	ridden	roughshod	over	their	input’,	reported
Business	Day	(28	November	2023).	It	urged	the	NCOP	plenary	to	send	the	bill	back	to

the	Select	Committee	on	Health	&	Social	Welfare	on	procedural	grounds.
SAHPC	spokesperson	Simon	Strachan,	also	CEO	of	the	SA	Private	Practitioners	Forum,
said	the	forum	had	sent	a	written	submission	to	the	select	committee	and	requested	an

opportunity	to	present	it	to	MPs	but	had	received	no	response.

‘Absurd	tax	changes’

Increasing	corporate	income	tax	from	27%	to	45%;	and	
A	combination	of	these.

However,	a	few	days	earlier	Finance	Minister	Enoch	Godongwana	said:	“The	mechanics
proposed	in	the	bill	create	tension	between	[the]	National	Treasury	and	the	National
Health	Department.”	

Instead	of	ploughing	billions	into	NHI,	Godongwana	said,	he	would	rather	invest	in
upgrading	hospitals	and	infrastructure	to	‘make	them	more	attractive	to	everybody’.

Wentzel	-	SA’s	NHI	Bill	has	left	many	questions	and	mounting	worries	regarding	what	will
happen	to	the	country’s	medical	insurance	industry	once	it	has	been	implemented.

“While	the	NHI	Bill	gives	a	cursory	explanation	for	what	will	happen	to	medical	schemes
under	the	NHI	–	specifically	that	they	will	only	be	able	to	cover	services	not	covered	by
the	NHI	–	the	legal	experts	said	the	private	medical	insurance	industry	is	far	more
nuanced,	and	has	been	left	in	the	lurch.”

In	March	2017,	the	Council	for	Medical	Schemes	(CMS)	issued	an	exemption	framework
for	insurers	as	a	transitional	arrangement	while	the	development	of	a	low-cost	benefit
option	(LCBO)	for	medical	schemes	was	developed.	In	January	2022,	an	extension	of	a
further	two	years	was	granted.
	

On	23	November	Business	Day	reported	that	the	CMS	had	submitted	its
long-awaited	report	on	LCBOs.The	CMS	declined	to	release	the	document,
saying	it	was	the	Minister ’s	prerogative.
	

Government	responds	to

Report	notes	new	NHI	not
free	from	corruption	risk

During	the	virtual	launch	of	a	report	titled	Procurement	and	Audit	Outcomes	in	the
South	African	Health	Sector	a	discussion	was	held	on	the	NHI,	answering	the	question:
Are	the	public	procurement	bill	provisions	enough	to	mitigate	corruption	risk?

According	to	Russ	Rensburg,	Director	of	the	Rural	Health	Advocacy	Project	(RHAP),	the
Zondo	Commission	found	that	procurement	regulations	were	abused	to	bypass
competitive	bidding	processes.
	
“So	while	the	centralisation	of	purchasing	of	healthcare	services	by	the	NHI

comes	with	its	own	risks,	state	capture	demonstrated	how	excessive
decentralisation	of	the	procurement	process	enabled	abuse	by	corrupt	public

officials.

“Rensburg	said	looking	at	financial	management	trends,	lack	of	compliance	with	financial
management	policies,	particularly	supply	chain	management	policies,	have	resulted	in
deterioration	of	financial	management	indicators	and	an	increase	in	the	issuing	of	audit
opinions	and	qualified	audits	within	health	departments	across	the	county.
	

“What	we	have	learned	in	South	Africa	over	the	past	30	years	is	that	great
policies	don’t	always	result	in	great	implementation	of	those	policies,”	said

Rensburg.
	

NHI	should	be	decentralised	to
curb	corruption

For	National	Health	Insurance	to	take	a	desirable	shape,	the	powers	of	its	functions	must
be	decentralised	to	curb	corruption,	says	Simphiwe	Gada,	Gauteng	chairperson	of	the
Democratic	Nursing	Organisation	of	South	Africa	(Denosa).	–	Times	Live	(15	July	2023).

According	to	the	NHI	Bill,	a	board	of	11	will	be	appointed	by	and	accountable	to	the
Minister	of	Health.

The	report	is	based	on	273	grievances	forwarded	to	the	party	in	response	to	its	call	for
patients	to	share	their	encounters	at	public	health	facilities	from	the	previous	year	until
August.

In	reaction	to	the	FF+	report,	the	SA	Human	Rights	Commission
(SAHRC)	launched	an	investigation	into	alleged	abuse	and	neglect	of
patients	at	dozens	of	state	hospitals.

Fraud,	Waste	and	Abuse
Poor	performance	drains
health	service	funds

The	SA	government	has	not	achieved	its	goal	of	decreasing	medical	negligence	claims
against	provincial	health	departments,	reported	Business	Day	(27	September	2023).

The	Auditor-General	(AG)	warned	that	medico-legal	claims	against	the
National	Department	of	Health	soared	to	an	'unsustainable'	R125bn,	despite	measures
taken	to	reduce	medical	claims	for	negligence.	According	to	the	report	R3.1bn	of	patients’
debt	was	written	off,	and	26	293	invoices	for	R2.5bn	were	undisputed,	but	still	not	paid
after	30	days	or	the	agreed	period.	Only	53	850	invoices	(35%)	out	of	154	076	were	paid
within	the	legally	required	30	days.
	
The	AG	also	noted	that	75%	of	the	budget	for	health	facilities	management	was

spent,	but	none	were	achieved.

On	24	November	Business	Day	reported	that	Parliament	has	rejected	the
Amendment	Bill	on	medico-legal	claims.	It	was	proposed	as	an	interim
solution	to	address	the	increasing	medico-legal	claims	against	the	state
until	a	broader	investigation	into	claims	by	the	SA	Law	Reform
Commission	was	completed.

Plagued	by	mismanagement

“The	Competition	Commission	(CC)	has	confirmed	that,	for	the	past	12	years,	there	has
been	illegal	and	unfair	behaviour	within	the	Health	Professions	Council	of	South	Africa
(HPCSA),	the	body	responsible	for	overseeing	health	professionals,”	reported	News24
(21	August	2023).

Despite	being	told	that	its	regulations	were	both	illegal	and	anti-competitive,	the	HPCSA
has	persisted	in	penalising	healthcare	workers,	particularly	doctors,	with	fines	reaching
up	to	R60	000.	The	CC's	spokesperson,	Siya	Makhunga,	said	that	the	HPCSA	has
continued	to	enforce	anti-competitive	rules,	despite	being	notified	of	their	non-compliance
with	the	Competition	Act.

“In	September	2019,	the	Health	Market	Inquiry	published	a	detailed	report	with
recommendations	for	reforms	to	the	HPCSA	and	its	ethical	rules.	According	to	Health
Department	spokesperson,	Foster	Mohale,	the	HPCSA	had	progressed	in	reviewing	and
amending	its	rules,	with	revisions	supposedly	approved	in	March.

“However,	an	unnamed	source	within	the	HPCSA	dismissed	Mohale’s	claim.”

Covid-19

Government	was	‘bullied’	into
unfair	Covid-19	vaccine
deals	

In	September	City	Press	reported	a	multi-stakeholder	group,	led	by	the	Health	Justice
Initiative	(HJI),	had	found	that	the	SA	government	paid	millions	of	rands	for	Covid-19
vaccines	from	global	pharmaceutical	manufacturers	and	suppliers	under	unfavourable
terms	and	conditions,	compared	to	Western	nations.	The	HJI	analysed	four	Covid-19
vaccine	procurement	contracts	government	signed	with	big	pharma	companies	like
Johnson	&	Johnson	and	Pfizer.

According	to	the	findings	government	was	"bullied"	into	agreeing	to	the	terms	for	vaccine
contracts	that	were	one-sided	and	unethical	via	"ransom	negotiations".		It	also	states	that
the	terms	and	conditions	of	the	contracts	are	“overwhelmingly”	one-sided	and	favour
multinational	corporations.

Sunday	Times	reported	on	10	September	SA	was	forced	to	follow	Europe	and	the	US	in
the	long	queue	for	supplies,	despite	paying	R14.1bn	upfront	for	60-m	doses.	While
Johnson	&	Johnson	(J&J)	vaccines	were	being	filled	in	Gqeberha,	the	multinational
pharmaceutical	company	refused	to	allow	SA	preferential	access,	instead	exporting	them
to	Western	countries.	They	then	gave	SA	what	was	left	over.
	

RAF	in	a	dire	state
Transport	Minister	Sindisiwe	Chikunga	recently	revealed
that	-	from	2021	to	2023	-	1	725	default	judgments	were
issued	against	the	technically	insolvent	Road	Accident.

“The	reasons	for	the	default	judgments	are	‘mainly	that	the
RAF	elected	not	to	defend	legal	action	for	claims	that
became	valid	in	terms	of	section	24(5)	of	the	RAF	Act’,”

reported	Business	Day	on	16	October	2023.

DA-MP	Alf	Lees	reacted	that	the	RAF	is	‘a	mess’.	He	said	CEO	Collins	Letsoalo	is	mainly
responsible	because	he	did	not	want	to	incur	further	legal	costs	in	defending	valid	claims.
The	extent	of	the	mismanagement	and	rot	at	the	RAF	is	much	worse	than	thought	and
requires	robust	intervention	by	the	Minister	of	Transport.	Duplicate	payments,	some	of
millions	of	rand	each,	appear	to	be	paid	by	the	RAF	because	of	an	antiquated	system
based	mainly	on	paper	hard	copies,	he	said.

On	19	October	Business	Day	reported	that	the	Constitutional	Court	has	rejected	the
Road	Accident	Fund’s	(RAF)	application	to	appeal	against	a	High	Court	ruling	compelling
it	to	resume	payments	to	medical	schemes.
